Be prepared for cold weather, if you have room for it, bring it! It is generally mild but we have had some very cold days
come up. If you are not sure how to dress for cold weather paddling, please email us and we will be happy to advise you
what to bring. Those of you who are doing 4 star training, assessment, or surf classes you need a helmet. We

have helmets available. Just send us an email if you want us to hold one for you.

THE WEATHER

Florida is a great place to be in the winter, however, it can be very chilly. We experience winter weather a weekend or
even a day at a time. Generally, in February the average high is 70 with a low of 40 to 50 degrees F. The water
temperature is usually 65-68 degrees. Please be prepared for rain.

CAMPING

Sweetwater reserves all waterside campsites 6 months in advance. Your reservations are made by Sweetwater when you
register for the Symposium

All campers are to report to the camp office prior to g oing to your campsite . Because SWK reserved a block of
sites, the camp office wants to verify who is camping where. You will be emailed your campsite February 11" along with
updates. Please do not make any changes without checking with SWK first. The park has made a very special exception
allowing SWK to block out these sites.

If you are arriving late at night , you must call (727) 582 2267 ahead of time. When you hear the recording press 10. Let
them know you are arriving after 9pm and would like the gate number to the campground.

Check in time is 1pm. Check Out time is 11am. Front gate is locked at 9pm

1. You will be sharing the site with another paddler, so if you arrive first at the site, please setupw ith
consideration for the other camper.

2. Each site has water and electric. The washroom centers have washers, dryers, and drink machines. The showers are
wonderful and the facility is immaculate. There is a recreation room with a fire place for group gatherings A camp store is
located just inside the camp entrance. Off site as you come over the Tierra Verde Bridge there are two convenience
stores. Also there is a 'Country Store' after the fifty-cent toll on your left as you come off the interstate. Note as you come
off the interstate there is an Eckerd Drug store.

3. WARNING: Be aware of the raccoons they are unfortunately a problem. They are non aggressive toward humans, and
are easily scared away, but, they are relentless in their quest for food. Turn your kayaks over or secure cockpit covers,
they can chew your seats. Use twist ties on your tent zipper pulls ~ when you leave the site. Put food containers in your
car when you go to sleep. Always close car windows when you leave your car. Ant spray is a good idea.

5. Ground fires are not permitted, however you can make a fire in the grill stand if you like. No more than two cars per
campsite and no alcohol beverages are permitted in the park or campground.

6. Talking to a camping guru recently, he recommends putting your ground cover inside your tent. You will stay much drier
if it should rain. It has rained during some prior symposiums.

7. You do need to have a means of transportation to the symposium from the campsite. It is not walking distance. It would
be nice if you have room in your car to pick up registrants who are standing outside their site by the road. So if you need a
ride just wait outside your site by the road at 8:30 am. Our coaches have been asked to pick folks up as well.

KAYAK RENTALS

Your rental kayak will be kept at Shelter #9 North Beach. Each day you will pick up your rental at Shelter 9. You will be
asked to hold on to your paddle and other rental equipment and return it when you turn in your rental.

During the symposium weekend (but not during BCU Week) kayaks may be left on the beach. Sweetwater will be
responsible for Kayak Rentals left on the beach. You are responsible for the kayak gear. During Skills Week, rentals are
to be returned to their trailer every afternoon.

PRIVATE KAYAKS

You may leave your kayaks on the beach if you wish during the symposium. You will be responsible for your kayak's
safety. We have for the past 10 years left our kayaks on the beach during the entire symposium. The beach is inside the
park, which closes at sunset and is patrolled by rangers. Neither the park nor Sweetwater Kayaks will be responsible for
anything that may happen to your kayak.
